Absence of the first five will result in OCA Event Permit & insurance being null & void 

· Require current land use permission letter on hand,

· First aid person on site throughout the event: name:

· First aid kit available

Score of less than 6 on the following will result in another spot check at Organizer’s expense. At subsequent spot check if score below 8 OCA Event Permit & insurance will be null & void. Before organizer can obtain an OCA Event Permit a full risk management review will need to be undertaken: 

· Working cell or pay phone
· Directions and/or map to nearest hospital

· Course map available or on display

· Course map must show hazards, road/rail crossings, start/finish area, and access to first aid

· Start area appropriate to expected field size, more than 30 in a field use CCA standard

· Finish area, uphill for X-C, downhill for DH or level for 200 metres

· Course marked using arrows as per CCA standard

· Course free of unnatural objects such as: glass, barbed wire, pointy sticks, boards with nails protruding

· Drinkable water, minimum of ½ litre per racer, can be at an additional cost to racer

· If course crosses active rail line or road must have sufficient staff in place to man these locations, staff other than organizer or first aid person
